•        Jesus is Love (4) – “His great love…” 
•        Jesus is Life (5-6) – “(He made us) alive together with 
Christ…” 
•        Jesus is Light (7) – “Show(ing) the exceeding riches of His  
     Grace…” 

  
II.                 The Place of our Ministry (10) 

Our Mandate - “His workmanship created… for good works” 
(10) 

  
•        Mature believers discover their package – “His 
workmanship” 
•        Mature believers determine their place – “Created…for good  
     works” 
•        Mature believers decide to plug-in – “We should walk in 
them” 

  
III.              Our Passion for the Mission (19-22) 

Our Moment - “Built on the foundation…of Jesus Christ” (20) 
  

•        Jesus expects us to show–up - “Members of the Household 
of  
     God” 



•        Jesus expects us to step-up – “The whole building being 
fitted...” 
•        Jesus expects us to stand-up – “Built together for a dwelling 
place  
     of God”
