     Godôs Formula for Spiritual Renewal 
ñIf My people éwill humble themselves, and pray 

and seek My face, and turn from their wicked 
wayéò  2 Chronicles 7:14  

 

Last week we discovered the Church or Godôs 
people are the catalyst  God uses to bring  
revival.  Certainly the Father longs to send the 
refreshing rains of renewal to the lands that are 

parched for His presence. However, God moves 
only in response to our hunger for Him. The only 
reason the rains tarry is that His Children are  
unwilling to pay the price. If a football player  
excels in the fall itôs because he paid the price in 
the summer. Likewise, Believers must be willing to 
embrace the disciplines for revival. 
 

Our focal passage lists four requirements or 
disciplines  for revival. We must be willing to 
invest our lives in these essential disciplines to 

enjoy the later rain of renewal. 
1st My people will humble themselvesé 
The Father is looking for genuine humility and  
brokenness in His children. Those that approach 
Him in reverent awe. 
2nd My people will prayé 
God calls us to pray earnestly and fervently. This 
intense intercession is not to be superficial but for 
a season. 
3rd My people seek My faceé 
Believers who earnestly desire revival are 
willing to seek Godôs face and know His will. Our 

Father only reveals Himself to those who  
passionately pursue Him.  
4th My people will turn from their wicked 

waysé 
When we encounter a Holy God like Isaiah did in 
the temple (Isaiah 6) weôre smitten with our sin. 
Convicted, we willingly repent and begin to 
change our lives. Our Heavenly Father longs to 
send revival. Heôs revealed to us the requirements 
and our responsibility. He now waits to see who 
really yearns for revival rains. Can you see the 
clouds forming? 
 

In many ways, I see the Father forming revival 
clouds in our midst.  This past Sunday was  

another awesome day in the life of the Family of 
Families. Again the worship was punctuated with 
the Spiritôs presence and He added to His church. 
Heaven came down Sunday evening as over 20 
TOUCH Teams shared. If you had been present, 
you would have heard our teams, without any  
prompting, answer every question or objection 
concerning this process. Like a proud papa I was 
encouraged and our Fatherôs fame was magnified.
