Kingdom stewardship is a lifestyle  choice. Redeemed through the Cross and ravished by 
Godôs Grace Paul admonishes us to be generous stewards.

Our Heavenly Father will graciously pour blessings into our 
life.  Kingdom stewardship comes from every area of life, so Godôs blessings will touch every 
area. Donôt be guilty of only looking at the material side of life. 
4th We then can expect Godôs Sufficiency.  He will resource everything He asks us to do. 
Where God guides He always provides. This is true in our lives and in His church.
